PART 1 - POSSESSING MY DESTINY

Proverbs 29:18 “Where there is no vision, the people perish.”

M Jesus wants to give you a full life
John 10:10 “The thief does not come except to steal, and to kill, and to destroy. |
have come that they may have life, and that they may have it more abundantly.”

Two important truths to know about your destiny:

#1: God’s destiny for my life is good.
Jeremiah 29:11 “For | know the plans | have for you,” declares the Lord. ‘Plans to
prosper you and not harm you. Plans to give you hope and a future.”

#2: | get to choose my destiny.

Deuteronomy 30:15 “| set before you today life and prosperity, or death and
destruction. If you love the Lord your God and you walk in his ways, and you keep
his commands, then you’ll live and you’ll increase, and the Lord your God will bless
you in the land that you are entering to possess. But if your heart turns away from
me you will not live long in the land you’re crossing the Jordan to enter and possess.
I have set before you life or death, blessings or curses. Now choose life, so that you
and your children may live!”

In order to possess your destiny you must:

1. Prepare

Joshua 1:1-4 “After the death of Moses the Lord said to Joshua, ‘Moses, my servant,
is dead. Now then, get ready to cross the Jordan River into the land I'm giving you.
1 will give you every place where you set your foot just as | promised Moses. Your
territory will extend from the Sinai desert to Lebanon and from the Euphrates to the
Great Sea on the west.”
