HOW TO PRAY FOR YOUR CHILDREN AND GRANDCHILDREN

Philippians 4:6-7 (NLT) "Don’t worry about anything; instead, pray about every-
thing. Tell God what you need, and thank him for all he has done. Then you will 
experience God’s peace."

Colossians 1:9-12 (NLT) "9So we have not stopped praying for you since we first 
heard about you. We ask God to give you complete knowledge of his will and to 
give you spiritual wisdom and understanding. 10Then the way you live will always 
honor and please the Lord, and your lives will produce every kind of good fruit. All 
the while, you will grow as you learn to know God better and better. 11We also pray 
that you will be strengthened with all his glorious power so you will have all the en-
durance and patience you need. May you be filled with joy, 12always thanking the 
Father. He has enabled you to share in the inheritance that belongs to his people, 
who live in the light."

1.	 Pray That They Will Be Filled with the Knowledge of God's Will
Ephesians 5:17 (NLT) "Don’t act thoughtlessly, but understand what the Lord 
wants you to do."

John 15:13-15 (NLT) "13There is no greater love than to lay down one’s life for 
one’s friends. 14You are my friends if you do what I command. 15I no longer call 
you slaves, because a master doesn’t confide in his slaves. Now you are my 
friends, since I have told you everything the Father told me."

2 Peter 3:18 (NLT) "Rather, you must grow in the grace and knowledge of our 
Lord and Savior Jesus Christ.

2. 	 Pray That They Will Live Lives Pleasing to the Lord
1 John 3:22  "And we will receive whatever we request because we obey him 
and do the things that please him."

Hebrews 11:6a (NLT) "And it is impossible to please God without faith."

Hebrews 13:20-21 (NLT) "20 Now may the God of peace—who brought up from 
the dead our Lord Jesus, the great Shepherd of the sheep, and ratified an eter-
nal covenant with his blood— 21 may he equip you with all you need for doing 
his will. May he produce in you, through the power of Jesus Christ, every good 
thing that is pleasing to him. All glory to him forever and ever! Amen."

John 8:31-32 (NLT) "31Jesus said to the people who believed in him, “You are 
truly my disciples if you remain faithful to my teachings. 32And you will know 
the truth, and the truth will set you free.”
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3.	 That They Will Bear Much Fruit
Galatians 5:22-23 (NLT) "But the Holy Spirit produces this kind of fruit in our lives: 
love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness, and self-con-
trol. There is no law against these things!"

John 15:4-8 (NLT) "4Remain in me, and I will remain in you. For a branch cannot pro-
duce fruit if it is severed from the vine, and you cannot be fruitful unless you remain in 
me. 5Yes, I am the vine; you are the branches. Those who remain in me, and I in them, 
will produce much fruit. For apart from me you can do nothing. 6Anyone who does 
not remain in me is thrown away like a useless branch and withers. Such branches are 
gathered into a pile to be burned. 7But if you remain in me and my words remain in 
you, you may ask for anything you want, and it will be granted! 8When you produce 
much fruit, you are my true disciples. This brings great glory to my Father."

Philippians 1:9-10:  "I pray that your love for each other will overflow more and 
more, and that you will keep on growing in your knowledge and understanding. For I 
want you to understand what really matters, so that you may live pure and blame-
less lives until Christ returns."

4.	 Pray They Will Be Strengthened With All Power
2 Peter 1:3-4 (NLT) "Growing in Faith 3By his divine power, God has given us every-
thing we need for living a godly life. We have received all of this by coming to know 
him, the one who called us to himself by means of his marvelous glory and excel-
lence. 4And because of his glory and excellence, he has given us great and precious 
promises. These are the promises that enable you to share his divine nature and 
escape the world’s corruption caused by human desires."

2 Timothy 1:7 (NKJV) "7For God has not given us a spirit of fear, but of power and of 
love and of a sound mind."

1 Corinthians 4:20 (NLT) "20For the Kingdom of God is not just a lot of talk; it is living 
by God’s power."

5.	 Pray That They Will Joyfully Give Thanks to God
1 Thessalonians 5:15-18 (NLT) "See that no one pays back evil for evil, but always try 
to do good to each other and to all people. Always be joyful. Never stop praying. Be 
thankful in all circumstances, for this is God’s will for you who belong to Christ Jesus."

Ephesians 1:11-14 (NLT) "11Furthermore, because we are united with Christ, we 
have received an inheritance from God, for he chose us in advance, and he makes 
everything work out according to his plan. 12God’s purpose was that we Jews who 
were the first to trust in Christ would bring praise and glory to God. 13And now you 
Gentiles have also heard the truth, the Good News that God saves you. And when 
you believed in Christ, he identified you as his own[b] by giving you the Holy Spirit, 
whom he promised long ago. 14The Spirit is God’s guarantee that he will give us the 
inheritance he promised and that he has purchased us to be his own people. He did 
this so we would praise and glorify him."
